Policy Number 2:

Committee Member Active & Inactive Status
Scope:
This policy applies to all standing and alternate members of the Marian University Institutional Animal Care & Use Committee (IACUC).
Policy Statement: 

This policy describes the situations wherein and process by which a member’s status may be administratively changed from “active” to “inactive” or vice versa.
Procedure:
Members of the IACUC will be assigned “active” or “inactive status by the IACUC Chairperson (or Vice-Chair if acting as Chair). Inactive members do not have voting rights and do not count toward quorum but may participate in IACUC activities. The IACUC Chairperson (or Vice-Chair if acting as Chair) will notify an inactive member of her/his status and, if necessary, any steps required for conversion to active status. Note, inactive status is different from an alternate member temporarily replacing a standing member who is absent, incapacitated, or has a conflict of interest. Inactive status will occur as a result of any of the following:

1. Voluntary conversion. 
a. Any member may voluntarily convert to inactive status by decision of the member herself or himself and notification. Provided that the member is in compliance with required training, the member may convert to active status upon written request to the IACUC Chairperson (or Vice-Chair if acting as Chair), who must approve or disapprove the request within thirty days.

2. Lacking required training

a. Newly appointed members of the IACUC are expected to complete the training required for their respective position within thirty days of appointment. Prior to completing the requirement, the member will be considered “inactive.” The new member will automatically convert to active status upon completing the required training.
b. Members of the IACUC must complete the refresher training as detailed above prior to expiration of the previous training. Failure to do so will result in the member being considered “inactive.” Upon completing the refresher training, the member may convert to active status upon written request to the IACUC Chairperson (or Vice-Chair if acting as Chair), who must approve or disapprove the request within thirty days.
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
